Concomitant to urbanization is the rapid economic growth in
Naga City. Over the years, the city, touted as a commercial and
trading center in Bicol, has emerged as the Ieadmg growth center in
the region. This is evident in the increase in building construction,
the development of new subdivisions, and the proliferation of
satellite markets in the outskirts of the commercial district of the
city as well as of restaurants, shopping centers, and food chains.
Most notable is the expansion of the city’s financial sector. From 18
banks and 22 other financial institutions in 1988, these increased to
33 and 65, respectively, in 1996 {Kawanaka, 2002} This massive

Total beneficiaries were 8,747 farruhes, 42% {ur 3,6?2} of whom are
off-site and 15% (or 1,279) on-site.

Of the relocation sites in Naga, the Del Rosario Resettlement
experience stands out as exemplar of people-initiated relocation
efforts and of government's positive response to the needs of the
relocatees. Their experience also demonstrates that a once muddy
and grassy relocation site can flourish into a small and active
community with basic services, improved infrastructures and
recreation facilities,

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OBJECTIVES AND METHODOLOGY

This paper attempts to document the case of the Del Rosario
ttlement Experience. Specifically, it discusses the government
rram that facilitates the relocation efforts of the local
ernment; the processes involved in land acquisition including
e distribution mechanism of the homelot and its acquisition cost,
and in the provision of basic services; the problems encountered
and how they were resolved; the factors that facilitated relocation
efforts; and the lessons learned.

i To attain the above objectives, the study conducted focused
oup discussions, key mfurmant interviews and secnndar}r data

Upm learning of the predicament of the urban poor, the

ation, a non-government organization involved largely in
T pourﬂrgammgm Legazpi City, expanded their organizing
in Naga City. They started their mobilization efforts and
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encouraged the urban poor individuals to participate, organize
themselves, and form an ad hoc urban poor federation to tackle
urban poor issues and problems, In late April 1986, the Naga City
Urban Poor ad hoc Federation (NCUFF), a body that embraces all
urban poor organizations in Naga City, was formed. The urban
poor leaders became actively involved in political activities and
continued to lobby for pro-urban poor provision.

On July 17, 1987, when President Cory Aquino visited Naga,
the NCUFF with the support of COPE presented a petition paper
demanding the creation of local and national offices to respond to
urban poor problems and needs. Subsequently, educational
campaigns on issue conflicts were conducted. In 1989,

Sometime in 1993, the NCUPF, in line with UDHA's mandate
on the creation of a housing framework, passed a resolution
requesting the city government to create a tri-sectoral housing
committee. Thus, on June 30, 1993, ordinance 93-057 was legislated
creating the Naga City Urban Development Housing Board with
three (3) representatives from the NGO and another three (3) others
from the people’s organizations.

Then on March 11, 1998, to institutionalize the above
program, Ordinance no. 98-033 entitled “An Ordinance Providing
for a Comprehensive and Continuing Development Program for the

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THE DEVELOPMENT STRATEGIES

The program adopts on-site and off-site development
strategies and provides capability-building and auxiliary services.

On-site development is the upgrading and rehabilitating of
blighted and slum urban areas to minimize the adverse effects of
displacement to the dwellers and to provide basic services.

On the other hand, off-site development is undertaken when
the on-site development of an area identified as blighted and/or
suitable for socialized housing. This is likewise done when an
existing urban poor community is found not practicable or
advantageous to the beneficiaries; when by law, eviction of the

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Commitment or agreement by two or more persons,
natural or juridical, to carry out a specific or single
business enterprises for their mutual benefit, for which
purpose they combine their funds, land resources,
facilities and services.
